The need for review of data submission / protocol requirement for bio-pesticides.



The Chairman pointed out that the guidelines for registration of bio-pesticides under Section 9(3B) from bio-efficacy are very vague as its require submission of results of some studies.  The guidelines should be made  more objective.  Secretary, CIB&RC pointed out that there is a request from DBT to prepare the guidelines for Myrochecium verucarria.  Further the DBT has also requested to relook the limit of contamination and the toxicity data requirement of bio-pesticides.  The Committee decided that a  Group may be constituted to review the guidelines and composition of the Group may be put up to the next meeting of the RC.
