The Committee deliberated the letter of M/s UPL dated 3.4.06 and decided to convey that the permission for use of product by general public was not accorded as the Committee was of the opinion that the product cannot be used safely by general public.  No additional data to be generated by the applicant in this regard.

(2) Submission of similar Bioefficacy data submitted by University/ICAR Institutes:

After deliberating the Report submitted by the Team for their visit to GBPUAT, Pantnagar, the Committee was satisfied about the authenticity of data as it is verified by the Director(Research) and agreed to accept it.  The Committee also decided that cases may be examined from various disciplines and put up to next R.C. meeting.  For the data submitted by ICAR Research Complex for NEH Region, Umiam, it was decided that in view of the letter received from Dr. A.N. Shylesha, Sr. Scientist duly forwarded by Jt. Director (Headquarter), the data may be considered in favour of Agri-Life Group.  However, in case of Maharashtra Biocontrol Association, Nasik, applications may be withheld till the receipt of revised data/reports as indicated by the ICAR Research Complex for NEH Region vide their letter No.RC/Ag./Ento/26/Cons-05-06, dated 4.4.06.  Further, the data generated by Allahabad Agriculture Institute, deemed University, Allahabad may be confirmed from Director (Research).
