	        Secretary, CIB&RC apprised the members  that directive has been received from the Deptt. of Agriculture & Cooperation that when a “formulation” is to be registered for import, where its “technical” is not registered, the “technical” shall be deemed to be registered.  In such cases, since the evaluation of the “technical” is also done along with the “formulation”, the “technical” shall get registered automatically, without separate application or evaluation.  However, the registration of “technical” in such cases shall come into force only after expiry of 3 years from the date of registration of its “formulation” for import.

Secretary,CIB&RC  will formulate the procedure/guidelines in consultation with Registration Committee for treating the “technical” also as deemed registered, after expiry of 3 years from the date of registration of its “formulation” for import.  It is further informed that these norms will be applicable to all the “formulation” which are already registered for import without registering the “technical”.

         The Committee decided that Sectt. of CIB&RC put up the guidelines for consideration.



	
	2.  Request of M/s.United Phosphorus Limited for permission for Open Sale

	        Secy.CIB&RC apprised that the meeting of the Group constituted by the Registration Committee in its 275th meeting to examine the result of post marketing surviellange have been held under the Chairmanship of Dr.Y.K. Gupta on 10.10.2007.  The Expert Group found  that no adverse effects   have been noticed during PMS studies.   The Group also observed that no adverse  effect came to the notice of Expert Group till date.  However, the Group was not aware that quantum of  the product used by the farmers during this period and, therefore recommended to ask the registrant to submit the information within a month- amount of manufacture , sale of product in different state, year-wise and if any adverse affect/poisoning incidents  has  come to the notice of the registrants during product stewardship use.  The Registration Committee deliberated the report and decided that since the PMS Studies indicated the product as safe without any adverse effect, and, therefore, the condition with reference to “ Condition No. XIII regarding  the open sale of Aluminium Phosphide 15% 12 gm tablets is allowed for the year only.  During this period post-marketing feed back from different centers of ‘Save grain Campaign’ of Ministry of Consumer affairs, Food & Public Distribution, Government of India shall be required to be collected and placed before the Registration Committee for review” may be deleted from the Registration Certificate.
