Further, the Committee noted that earlier its use was permitted  u/s.9(3b) for limited commercialization for control of Nematodes in the nursery of tobacco, tomato and tea in 100 hectares and the Group also noted the impact of Dazomet Granule on human population and soil dwellings organisms like, Earthworm, Spider, Beatles and Springtales was studied in field trials.  The number of animals were reduced initially by the treatment, but these effects were reversible and population  recovered  relatively fast and no long-lasting effects were observed.  It was also noted that the use of product in terrace and hill agriculture may pose problems and, therefore, the Group recommended continuation of use of Dezomet on all registered crop except tea which was earlier approved u/s.9(3b).  

            In view of the fact that presently tea is not the label claim, the Registration Committee recommended to modify the  Pt.2(1)  of draft Gazette Notification as “Use of Dazomet is not permitted on Tea” and to delete pt.2(2) and 2(3) of the Notification.
