The Committee was of the view that only one season data (6-9 months)  may not be sufficient  for assessing the efficacy of the product for  its regular registration u/s.9(3) in the country.  However, in view of the need of the product by M/o. Health & Family Welfare to use it in National Vector Borne Disease Control  Programme for the public health purpose, the  Committee decided that one season (6-9 months) data on bioefficacy may be considered for granting  provisional registration under 9(3b) with commercialization with the approval of the competent authority.  During this period registrants should generate additional data for two seasons and submit for regular registration u/s.9(3).  The  three season bio-efficacy data from three locations in the country out of which two should be from endemic area  is required for regular registration u/s.9(3).
