	            Sectt. of CIB&RC  apprised the Registration Committee of the issue relating to withholding of Certificates of Registration(CRs) for Beureria bassiana and Verticillium lecanni of M/s. Maa Bhagwati Biotech & Chemicals, Wardha, for want of clarification/reply received from Director of Agriculture, Maharashtra in spite of reminders,  for supplies (if any) made by the above firm while their applications were under consideration for the grant of CRs.  

             After detail deliberations it was decided that to ensure that no undue favour has been obtained   by the firm on the basis of the said letter, the CRs may be issued after the receipt of information from State Department of Agriculture or alternatively, to avoid further delay and inconvenience to the firm, an undertaking/affidavit duly notarized to the effect that the firm has not supplied any quantity of the two bio-pesticides  so far for commercial purposes, be obtained from them, before the CRs  are issued.
