Minutes of the Meeting to discuss  deferred agenda of 291st meeting of the Registration Committee held on 28.07.2008 at 10.30  A.M.  in Room No.142, Krishi Bhawan,  New Delhi.

The meeting to discuss the deferred agenda of 291st Registration Committee (RC) was held under the Chairmanship of Dr. N.B. Singh, Agriculture Commissioner on 28.07.2008 at 10.30  A.M.  in Krishi Bhavan, New Delhi.   Dr. P. S. Chandurkar, Plant Protection Adviser to the Govt. of India,   Dr. T.P. Rajendran, ADG(PP), ICAR, Shri Madhav Chakraborty, Indian  Institute of Packaging, Delhi and Dr. (Mrs.) S. Kulshrestha, Secretary, CIB&RC attended the meeting. Dr. P.N. Maji attended the meeting as Special invitee.   Following officers from the Secretariat of CIB&RC were also present:

At the outset the Chairman welcomed the participants and requested Secretary, CIB&RC to take up Agenda for discussion.  The following decisions were taken:

	Agenda item No.3.5
	Regulation of multi use insecticides – formulation of simplified registration procedure therefor

	The Committee reviewed the Report of the Expert Group, submitted on December 12, 2007 as well as the indicative list of multi-use insecticides, prepared by the Group for its internal use and presented to the Committee in its 287th meeting, held in March, 2008. The Committee had accordingly decided that the report may be referred back to the Expert Group requesting to provide status of all the chemicals listed in the schedule with reference to their uses for which Department of Agriculture & Cooperation may be requested to extend time for further six months. However, the Chairman of the expert Group vide his letter dated July 01, 2008 has informed that the report of the Group may be taken as final.
The Committee noted that it constituted an Expert Group in pursuance of the directive of DAC issued vide Office Order Ref.No. 17-2/2004-PP.I (Vol.VI) dated 31.7.2006 on regulation of manufacture and import of multi-use insecticides, which state that the manufacturer and import of multi-use insecticides shall henceforth be regulated through import permit to be issued by the Registration Committee. The Expert, under the Chairmanship of Dr. O.P.Dubey, ex-ADG, ICAR was assigned the following Terms of Reference:

· to suggest the simplified registration procedure for registration of multi use pesticides; and 

· to suggest the institution from where the required data for registration for multi use pesticides got generated.
Accordingly, the Expert Group has suggested a guideline to be adopted for registration of multi-use pesticides.  But, considering the fact that all multi-used pesticides are not similar in terms of nature of chemical composition, bio-efficacy, its impact on human and animal health more so on environment, the Registration Committee requested the Expert Committee to provide list of all multi-used pesticides to enable the Registration Committee to take a decision about adoption of simplified guidelines. However, the Expert Group has not given any list of multi-use insecticides alongwith its report. Thereafter, the Secretariat examined the report of the Expert Group and it was finally discussed in the Registration Committee Meeting.  

It was pointed out that the preamble of the Act of registration of pesticide amply states to ensure safety to humans, animal health and environment while granting registration.  Accordingly, the guidelines for registration of chemicals have been prepared and has been in the knowledge of all stakeholders.  Any deviation from already approved guidelines has to be justified according to the nature of chemicals in question, its bio-efficacy and impact on human and animal health and on the  environment while its import/manufacture/handling, if it is classified as pesticide.

 The Committee accordingly considered the supplementary agenda notes put up by the Sectt. of CIB & RC and observed that large number of multi-use insecticides having varied Chemistry, Bio-efficacy and Toxicity are included in the schedule, which can be registered for use in the country as an insecticide and, therefore, decided that the guidelines for registration of pesticides which are having multiple uses cannot be simplified unless the nature of chemical is fully recorded/understood as it will compromise on the safety and efficacy of insecticides to be registered for use  for use in the country. The Committee also decided to refer the matter to the Ministry of Agriculture for appointing an expert/consultant to identify the multiple uses of all the substances included in the Schedule to the Act before framing or adopting any simplified guidelines.

	The Committee deliberated the agenda in detail and noted that as per the decision taken in the meeting on 9.7.2008, the clarification was sought from the Director,NVBDCP and a letter dated 17.7.2008 has been received from Dr. R.S. Sharma,  Joint Director, NVBDCP informing as follows:

(i) In a meeting of Expert Group on the use of larvicide for mosquito control held on 24.6.2004, dosage recommended was Pirimiphos methyl 50% in polluted water was as 400 ml. of formulation per hectare per week as application dose of the larvicide.

(ii) The recommendation of Expert Group was placed in the meeting of Technical Advisory Committee on malaria under the Chairmanship of Directorate General of Health Service, Govt. of India held on 27.12.2004 for consideration.  After detailed deliberations of various issues related to use of

(iii) larvicide, the Technical  Advisory Committee approved and recommended the use of the dosage of Pirimiphos methyl 50% EC as was recommended by the Expert Group.



	(iv) This compound Pirimiphos was never used at lower dosage; hence recommendation of enhancement of 25-400ml is irrelevant.

(v) WHO is recommending 500 gm a.i. per hectare of Pirimiphos methyl for the same use and there is no environment issue.

           The Committee deliberated the matter  in detail and decided to seek clarification from  the applicant regarding how the optimum dose of 400 ml/hectare have  been arrived at and the environmental safety in the said doses.

	Consideration of request by Parijat Industries India Pvt. Ltd., New Delhi regarding procedure for advance Authorization

	          The Committee deliberated the agenda in detail and observed that the of A.A. Scheme is more concerned with allowing “duty free” imports of inputs with a definite export obligation.  However, it does not take care of the fact that the pesticides are toxic substances and misuse of the material so imported without evaluating their safety and efficacy and the risk to workers during the manufacture can not be totally ruled out  even if A.A. if issued with a definite export obligation in quantity and value terms.

            The members also noted that import of registered pesticides from unapproved source for export was discussed in the RC earlier and it did not agree for the same because if import from an unapproved source is permitted for export purpose, the possibility of use of material from unapproved source for making formulation for use within India can not be ruled out.  Further, recently in 2006-07, a high level Expert Group reviewed the Export guidelines and did not recommend this.

             Hence, the Committee decided not to amend the guidelines for registration of pesticides from new source for export only.

However, if the registrants seeking licenses has the requisite facilities for manufacture of intended insecticides for which it is seeking the license, then the license may be issued/renewed without insisting on infrastructure facility which is not relevant to the particular product(s).
