9(3B) registrants of bio-pesticides are allowed to generate bio-efficacy/toxicity data for permanent registration U/s.9(3), from other SAUs and ICAR Institutes that one who provided the pure microbial culture/data package.  


The RC further decided that all registrants/applicants of bio-pesticides U/s.9(3) & 9(3B) will have to deposit the microbial strain, contained in the formulation  in National Repository and submit the Registration Code Numbers to the Secretariat of CIB&RC within 3 months.  Henceforth, no application for bio-pesticides will be received without  the Strain Identification No. (Code Number) from a recognized Government Microbial  Repository for registration.  The Committee decided that the applications U/s.9(3) for registration of bio-pesticides already received in  the Secretariat of CIB&RC and not yet been processed so far, as data were not from the same institute from where strain is  isolated, may now be considered for further extension for a period of one year and the deficiency in this regard may be informed to the applicant.
f)
The request of Crop Life India for allowing visitors on two consecutive days in the Secretariat of CIB&RC may be discussed in the Open House with the Industry/Associations to be held in February 2011.

g)
The Secretariat of CIB&RC will seek comments from the Director, IIP regarding (a) status of the Institute  and (b) that the reports submitted by IIP containing “For Private Use Only.   Not to be used for publicity or litigation” submitted by the applicants for the purpose of registration in the Secretariat of CIB&RC.  Since the RC is a statutory body and the reports are evaluated to satisfy the statutory requirements under the Act,  the reports containing the above quoted foot note cannot be accepted for registration purpose.

The Committee deliberated the agenda in detail and has decided to withdraw/cancel the Certificates of Registration obtained by M/s. DE-Nocil Crop Protection Ltd., presently known as M/s. Dow Agro Sciences India Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai, a subsidiary of M/s. Dow Chemicals Company, USA. for the products (i) Acetamiprid Technical (Pride) (ii) Acetamiprid 20% SP Formulation & (iii) Chlorpyriphos 10% Granules (Dursban 10G) as these were obtained by the registrant by adopting unethical practices.   This will not, in any way, affect the subsequent 9(4) registrations of these products.  

In addition, the Committee decided that the registration of Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC (Nurelle/Nurelle-D/     Nurelle D-505) issued to the registrant U/s.9(3) be withdrawn/cancelled because of unethical practices adopted by the registrant and safety of the formulation as well as due to availability of alternatives.   The RC further decided that the subsequent 9(4) registrations issued for this product (Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC) shall also be withdrawn/cancelled.


For withdrawal/cancellation of above-mentioned registration/certificate of registration U/s.9(3) & 9(4) cases, necessary approval would be taken from the Competent Authority in the DAC.

	(a) Regarding simplified registration procedure the RC reiterated its earlier decision that the guidelines for registration of pesticides which are having multiple use cannot be simplified unless the nature of the chemical structure/formula and related chemistry details are fully examined and understood in order to take a view on safety and efficacy of such insecticides to be registered for use in the country. 

(b) The RC noted with displeasure that the Associations of indigenous manufacturers of Boric Acid are not supplying the information on the prescribed proforma with the quantum of such pesticides being manufactured and sold by them to ascertain and verify the end-use of such products.

In view of this,  the Committee decided that communication may be sent to Ministry of Chemical and Fertilizer, Department of Chemical and Petrochemical and request them to ask the indigenous manufacturers of Boric acid to submit the same to the Secretariat of CIB&RC, or else,  appropriate action may have to be taken against them for non-compliance of RC guidelines and directions in this regard. 

Further, if such products are to be registered for non-agricultural use, then the question of fixing of MRL does not arise.
