MINUTES OF 315th MEETING OF REGISTRATION COMMITTEE HELD ON 22-02-2011  AT 10.30 A.M. IN I.C.A.R. COMMITTEE ROOM NO-1, AT KRISHI BHAVAN, NEW DELHI.

The 315th meeting of Registration Committee (RC) was held under the Chairmanship of Dr. Gurbachan Singh, Agriculture Commissioner on 22-02-2011 in I.C.A.R. Committee Room No. 1, Krishi Bhavan, New Delhi.  Shri S.K.G. Rahate, I.A.S., Joint Secretary (M&T) & Plant Protection Adviser to the Government of India, Dr. D. Kanungo, Addl. DG, MOH&FW, New Delhi, Dr. T.P. Rajendran, ADG(PP), ICAR, New Delhi, Dr. P.K. At the outset, the Chairman welcomed the members and experts of Registration Committee and also extended his welcome to new Member of Registration Committee  Dr. D. Kanungo, Addl. DG, MOH&FW, New Delhi and requested APPA(CIB&RC) to take up the agenda, item-wise for discussions and the following decisions were taken by the RC:-

	Minutes of the 314th meeting were confirmed except Agenda Item No.3.2 which is amended and reproduced as under:-
Agenda Item No. 3.2
Final report of the Committee for fresh review of Registration of products Acetamiprid Technical (Pride) and its 20% SP formulation, Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC (Nurelle) and Chlorpyriphos 10% Granule (Dursban 10% G).

The Committee deliberated the agenda in detail and has decided to withdraw/cancel the Certificates of Registration obtained by M/s. DE-Nocil Crop Protection Ltd., presently known as M/s. Dow Agro Sciences India Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai, a subsidiary of M/s. Dow Chemicals Company, USA. for the products (i) Acetamiprid Technical (Pride) (ii) Acetamiprid 20% SP Formulation & (iii) Chlorpyriphos 10% Granules (Dursban 10G) as these were obtained by the registrant by adopting unethical practices.  The RC further noted that Acetamiprid (both technical and its 20% SP formulation) has useful place in the management of sap-sucking insects of cotton at present too.  Hence, this will not, in any way, affect the subsequent 9(4) registrations of these products.  


In addition, the Committee decided that the registration of Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC (Nurelle/Nurelle-D/ Nurelle D-505) issued to the registrant U/s.9(3) be withdrawn/cancelled because of unethical practices adopted by the registrant and safety of the formulation as well as due to availability of alternatives.   The RC further decided that the subsequent 9(4) registrations issued for this product (Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC) shall also be withdrawn/cancelled.


Taking note of the observations provided by the recent report by the Committee chaired by Assistant DG(Plant Protection), ICAR in this regard, it is noted that the arising facts, as examined by this Committee from the available records and files from CBI Court at Ambala, become the background for these decisions.


For withdrawal/cancellation of above-mentioned registration/certificate of registration U/s.9(3) & 9(4) cases, necessary approval would be taken from the Competent Authority in the DAC.

(a) For registration of pesticide formulation for indigenous manufacture having the identical chemical composition that of formulation already registered for import U/s.9(3). 
No data is required provided the technical of the source to be used in formulation is duly registered as per guidelines of the Registration Committee and the label claims are same.

(b) For registration of pesticide formulation for indigenous manufacture having the different chemical composition that of formulation already registered for import U/s.9(3).

Complete data to be submitted as per already existing guidelines for formulation indigenous manufacture (FIM) U/s. 9(3) provided the technical (source) to be used for making formulation is duly registered as per guidelines of the Registration Committee.

REVISED GUIDELINES ON IN-PROCESS SAMPLING FOR REGISTRATION OF  U/S. 9(4)  TECHNICAL INDIGENOUS MANUFACTURE (TIM) CATEGORY
RC decided that status quo be maintained in the process of 
sample drawing and testing in CIL.  RC has also decided that in order to streamline, expedite and to make in-process 
sample drawal more effective and testing of sample in CIL, a  time frame should be observed as follows:-
(a) PPA will depute a suitable officer for the purpose of drawal of sample from the premises of manufacturer/formulator within 15 days from the date of receipt of proposal of in-process sample drawing request from the Secretariat of CIB&RC.
(b) The deputed officer will draw the in-process sample within 1 month from the receipt of order from the PPA and send to CIL within next 15 days positively.
(c) On receipt of in-process sample in the CIL, Director CIL will get it tested and submit ATR to the Secretary CIB&RC within next 60 days.
(d) If no response is received within 45 days after the issue of letter for drawal of sample from the applicant, their application will be treated as closed/cancelled.
(e) It has also been decided that in case no ATR is received within 60 days from the date of receipt of sample in the CIL, the case will be put up to RC for consideration/appropriate decision.
The RC has further decided that:-

(a) Date of implementation of above mentioned guidelines will be 1st March 2011.

(b) All applications received before 1st March 2011 will be examined and existing guidelines for in-process sampling will be followed.
(c) It has been decided that the detailed information in respect of status of all cases of 9(4) TIM category for which request of in-process sample drawing and testing in CIL were sent to Director (CIL) till date, may be obtained immediately.

(d) It has also been decided that Central Insecticides Laboratory (CIL) may submit the ATR of all such pending cases to the Secretariat of CIB&RC within 60 days for placing before the Registration Committee for consideration and appropriate decision.
(e)  With a view for properly monitoring and keeping transparency for deputing of officers for drawing of in-process sample and proper time-bound follow-up as per guidelines  (a)  to (e) above, all the steps right from sending the proposal, for deputing the officer for in-process sample drawal to monitoring of receipt of ATR within 60 days and also if no response is received within 45 days from the issue of letter of drawal of in-process, the follow-up will be monitored on the respective files by the Secretariat of CIB&RC.
