It was observed that in spite of the fact that the 9(3B) Certificate of Registration was issued for a particular potency, M/s. Bio-Tech International, New Delhi submitted an application under Section 9(3) for the same product with variable potency against which the Certificate of Registration was issued.  The Committee deliberated the whole issue and decided that a Show Cause Notice giving fifteen days time for final reply be issued to the Company asking why not the Certificates of Registration of Bti Technical and formulation be withdrawn and necessary action initiated under the provisions of Insecticides Act 1968 and Insecticides Rules 1971 due to misrepresentation of facts while submitting an application under Section 9(3).
The RC was also informed of communication from the above company dated 7th March, 2011 received in the Secretariat of CIB&RC dated 7.3.2011 (A/N) which is yet to be examined.

	As per earlier decision of the RC taken in its 314th meeting held on 24th & 27th January 2011, a team visited the manufacturing sites of M/s. Syngenta India Ltd. and Customs Department, Mumbai. The observations of the team are summerised as under:-
1. M/s Syngenta India Ltd. had imported the consignment vide Bill of Entry (i) 835040 (two invoices) dated 16.07.2007 and (ii) 837074 dated 17.07.2007 when there was no valid registration certificate in their name and imported the material on the basis of Certificate of registration which was meant for indigenous manufacture u/s 9(3B) and was also expired by that period.

2. The import made by M/s Syngenta India Ltd. was from the source of import located at M/s Syngenta, USA whereas it should have been M/s Syngenta, Switzerland as per the source approved by the Registration Committee.  However, as on date the import of this product is being made from M/s Syngenta, Switzerland through Syngenta Pacific Pte. Ltd., Singapore as indicated in the Bill of entries/documents.

3. It is found that the different batch nos. repacked at Goa unit were given different dates of manufacture and expiry by giving manufacturing dates as the dates on which imported material was repacked in the country whereas, proper procedure has been followed at Vadodara Unit in this regard.

4. The manufacturing license of Goa unit expired on 31.12.2008 whereas Vadodara unit has valid manufacturing license till date. 

The RC discussed and deliberated the Agenda in detail, the overall issues arising out of the findings of the team constituted for verifying the facts, the earlier Show Cause Notice issued to M/s. Syngenta and their reply.  In the end, the RC decided that M/s. Syngenta may be issued a Show Cause Notice giving 15 days time for final reply asking why not their Certificate of Registration be withdrawn and cancelled and other necessary actions, as deemed fit, be initiated under the provisions of Insecticides Act 1968 and Insecticides Rules 1971 due to the illegal and unethical practices as mentioned above adopted by them.
The RC was also informed of communication from the above company dated 7th March, 2011 received in the Secretariat of CIB&RC dated 7.3.2011 (A/N) which is yet to be examined.
