
MINUTES OF 319th MEETING OF REGISTRATION COMMITTEE HELD ON 26-05-2011  AT 10.30 A.M.   IN COMMITTEE ROOM NO-112, AT ICAR, KRISHI BHAVAN, NEW DELHI.

The 319th meeting of Registration Committee (RC) was held under the Chairmanship of Dr. Gurbachan Singh, Agriculture Commissioner on 26-05-2011 in Committee Room No. 112, ICAR, Krishi Bhavan, New Delhi.  Shri S.K.G. Rahate, I.A.S., Joint Secretary (M&T) & Plant Protection Adviser to the Government of India, Dr. D. Kanungo, Addl. DG, MOH&FW, New Delhi, and Dr. V.K. Yadava, Addl. Plant Protection Adviser (IPM) & Secretary (CIB&RC) attended the meeting.  Dr. (Mrs.) Sandhya Kulshrestha, Consultant, MOH&FW attended the meeting. This information shall be helpful in having a database for use by the RC in future.  However, to ascertain the authenticity, the secretariat shall visit some laboratories at random if so desired by RC”. With this addition the Minutes of the 318th meeting were confirmed.

	Personal  hearing of M/s. Syngenta India Ltd., Pune regarding violation of Insecticides Act, 1968 by virtue of malpractices and misleading activities adopted by the firm with respect to Emamectin Benzoate 5% SG.


	
	A personal hearing before the Registration Committee was given to the representatives of M/s Syngenta India Ltd, and they were asked to clarify the violations made by them in respect of Emamectin Benzoate 5% SG viz. Import of two consignments of the above said insecticide without valid certificate of registration during July, 2007; from unapproved source and putting date of manufacture (of original imported consignment) as date if repackaging in their Unit located at Goa.  As per the decision of the 314th RC Meeting, a detailed enquiry was conducted by the Secretariat of CIB&RC by constituting a 3 member team headed by Dr. Phogat, Jt. Director (Bio) which also visited the manufacturing sites of the company to verify all the facts of the entire matter.
The representatives of M/s Syngenta India Ltd. Informed to the Committee that their application for registration of the product was put up for consideration in the 277th meeting of the RC held on 27.06.2007 which was approved.  Upon publication of the 277th RC minutes on the website, M/s. Syngenta India Ltd. started the process of import with the hope that Certificate of Registration will be issued to them in due course.  Accordingly, they imported the product vide Bills of Entry dated July 16 and 17, 2007 without Certificate of Registration in their physical possession.  Certificate of Registration was actually issued by CIB&RC on 24.07.2007.  Thus, importing/manufacturing an insecticide without an issued and valid Certificate of Registration is an illegal action which has been committed by M/s Syngenta India Ltd.  Regarding import of the material from Syngenta, U.S.A. instead of Syngenta, Switzerland, the source approved by RC, they informed that the consignments were formulated by Syngenta, U.S.A (an affiliate of Syngenta, Switzerland) from the technical material manufactured by Syngenta, Switzerland.  The same was also found legally incorrect when compared with the details of the source (Syngenta Switzerland) furnished in Form I submitted earlier by the company along with their application,  Further, the company did not even care to take a proper endorsement for the change of source.  The company accepted its mistake on the issue of putting the date of repacking as date of manufacture of the product in India.  Further, M/s. Syngenta (India) also imported a consignment of Emamectin Benzoate 5% SG formulation by using the certificate that was issued for indigenous manufacture under Section 9 (3B) for the same formulation.  This is again tantamount to violation of the Act/rules.

 The Registration Committee was thus not satisfied with the explanation given by M/s Syngenta India Ltd. in their support and after deliberations in detail, observed that the above said activities on the part of M/s Syngenta India Ltd, tantamounted to violations of the provisions of Sections 14(1) (a) & (b)17 & sections (1) (a) (c) (d) & (2), punishable under section 29(1) (b) & (3) of the Insecticides Act, 1968 and Rules framed there under. 

The Registration Committee, after a detailed deliberation, therefore, decided that prosecution be launched against M/s Syngenta India Ltd, for the aforesaid violations of Insecticides Act, 1968 and Insecticides Rules, 1971 framed there under.  Accordingly the Committee directed Secretary, CIB&RC to forward the decision of the RC along with the enquiry Report of the team of Secretariat of CIB&RC to the concerned State Director of Agriculture for launching a prosecution under the relevant provisions of Insecticides Act/Rules and / or grant consent under Section 31(1) of Insecticides Act as well as take legal action under other associated acts as deemed fit.

	
	Personal hearing of M/s Biotech International Ltd., New Delhi regarding registration of Bti technical and WP formulation for import.

	
	The representative of M/s Biotech International Ltd., New Delhi  made a presentation regarding the  potency related issues of Bti  for which a show cause notice was issued to them. After hearing the representative ,it was observed that still there were some gaps in the understanding of potencies mentioned in the certificates issued, which needs to be resolved by the Committee constituted under chairmanship of Dr.T. P Rajendran. It was also informed that this Committee would be meeting on 31.5 11.Hence the committee decided that the deliberation of the Committee to be held on 31st,May shall be considered by the RC in its next meeting for taking a suitable decision.

As per the decision of the 315th Registration Committee, the only information required to be submitted by the applicant is on the points raised related to shelf life and revised Form-I and label / leaflets.


The Committee deliberated in detail and keeping in view the Neem-Oil based formulation, one of the safest products, granted the registration under Section 9(3) of the Insecticides Act 1968.  However, it directed the Secretariat to call the concerned applicant along with expert to finalize the issue related to  label leaflets and Form-I, if not already submitted and the shelf life  likely to be indicated on the Certificate of Registration issued under Section 9(3).
