Recommendations of the Committee, constituted by the registration Committee, under the Chairmanship of Dr. A.K. Sinha, the then APPA (CIB&RC) to look into the issue  of verification of consent letter issued by approved source of Import for Buprofezin Technical in the light of directions in WP (C) No. 2071 of 2011 in the matter of M/s Crystal Phosphate Limited Vs. Union of India & Other in the High Court of Delhi

1. 
The Certificates of Registration for import of Buprofezin Technical and Chlorothalonil Technical may not be issued to M/s Willowood Chemicals Pvt. Ltd. as per the directive of the Hon’ble Court on the first date of hearing  and till the veracity of  letters of consent is established by 
(a) submission of fresh letters of consent issued by the applicant from the source of import and duly authenticated by the Designated National Authority (DNA) of China, ICAMA, in respect of both the products; 

(b) verification of letters of consent so submitted by the DNA of India from DNA, China before reconsideration of the case by the RC; and

(c) 
in case, there is no response or appropriate reply received from DNA, China, the case shall be summarily rejected  as per the recommendation of the Committee under 3 (ii).
2. 
The case of M/s Crystal Phosphates Limited was throughly scrutinized as per the guidelines of the RC and the registration was granted accordingly, yet the letter of consent submitted by them may also be got verified by the RC through DNA of India from DNA of China;
3. The Committee also made following suggestions for ascertaining the veracity of Letters of Consent received along with the applications for registration of technical import of pesticides in future to avoid recurrences of such incidents:
(i) 
The letter of consent issued by the source of import should be authenticated by the DNA of that country, for example ICAMA  (Institution for the Control of Agrochemicals of Ministry of Agriculture) for China, before submission with the application for registration of the product to the RC; 

(ii) 
The letter of consent so submitted shall be got verified by the DNA of India from DNA of the respective country before presenting the case to the RC. In case the DNA of the respective country does not respond to the request of DNA, India in this regard within a period of ninety days, the application shall be summarily rejected by the Registration Committee; and

(iii) 
The letter of consent shall also contain the period of validity on its body and the certificate of registration shall be valid till the validity of the consent letter unless the validity is extended by the source of import through a written communication, duly verified by the DNA of that country. 
4. 
The Committee also made suggestions for  better regulation of imported pesticides:  

(i) 
Every Certificate of Registration shall bear a condition that the invoice of supply of such pesticide shall be issued by the source of import (not by supplier, if any); 

(ii) 
Every lot of the pesticide imported into India, against such certificate of registration, shall be got tested with respect to the specification approved by the RC from an accredited laboratory, preferably under Govt. and a condition to this effect shall also be incorporated in the certificate of registration; and

(iii)
Above suggestions at 4 (i) and (ii) shall also be applicable to the registrants, existing as on date.
