	Minutes of the meeting with Biopesticides Manufacturers Association held on 23rd September, 2011

	
	The committee  accepted the recommendations made during the meeting with Biopesticide Manufacturers’ Association held on 23.9.2011 from Sl. No. 1 to 6 except Sl. No. 3 of the agenda as under. 
1. The revised guidelines for registration of biopesticides shall be effective w.e.f. 1st January 2011 as agreed by Associations.

2. Members of biopesticides Industries may apply to ICAR, for Data generation through Biopesticides Manufacturers Associations, under All India Coordinated Research Programme, which will be generated by the ICAR, free of cost. ADG(PP), ICAR would be the nodal officer for such Data generation.   

3. The moisture content restrictions for registration of biopesticides have been already removed in the revised guidelines. 

4. The pH requirements in the specification of biopesticides should be in a range from 6 to 8.

5. Applications for registration of biopesticides received on /after 1st January 2011 shall be scrutinized as per revised guidelines. Applications received before 1st  January, 2011 shall be scrutinized as per old guidelines and “not accepted” applications having their online submission before 1st Jan, 2011 and re-submitted after 1st January 2011 shall also be scrutinized as per old guidelines.

6. Without strain code number from National Repository, No certificate of registration shall be issued to 9(3B) & 9(3) applicants w.e.f. 320th meeting of RC.

The Committee further decided to constitute a group comprising of

6. Dr. Subhash Kumar, AD(WS), Sectt. of CIB&RC – Member Secretary.
This group will review the issues mentioned in the recommendation No. 7 which read as under:
i) Relevance of mentioning  the %age of biomass of a biopesticide w.r.t. efficacy / activity and the biopesticides formulations code.

ii) Only minimum  CFU count should be approved and allowed to be mentioned on the Labels & Leaflets.

iii) Issue related with framing of separate specifications for Bti and Btk with special attention to Delta-Endotoxin content of the product. 

This group will also relook into the recommendation No. 3 to fix the standards for the moisture content. The group can also co-opt any member for technical input if needed.

	The committee noted the contents of Notification dt. 10th October, 2011 issued by the DAC and also decided to seek:-
i) the stock position of Emamectin Benzoate 5% SG as on date of notification to permit liquidation or otherwise. 
ii) to call back original Registration Certificate from the registrant for cancellation.

            The committee specifically noted that the notification is not consequential to 9(4) registrations. 

The committee also decided that intimation shall be given to the concerned State Governments to cancel their manufacturing and/or import licences for the product.

	The recommendations of Registration Committee on the Final report of fresh review of Registration of products Acetamiprid Technical (pride) and its 20% SP formulation, Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC (Nurelle) and Chlorpyriphos 10% Granule (Dursban 10% G – Cancellation of Certificate of Registration M/s. Dow Agro Sciences– Regarding.  

	
	The committee noted the contents of the Notification dated 12th October, 2011 issued by the DAC and decided as under:-
i) to seek stock position from the manufacturers on date of notification to permit liquidation or otherwise of M/s. Dow Agro Sciences. 
ii) to call back the Certificates of Registration issued u/s 9(3)of following products from the above registrant viz., Acetamiprid Technical, its 20% SP formulation, Chlorpyriphos 10% granule and Chlorpyriphos 50% EC + Cypermethrin 5% EC for cancellation. 
iii) to call back the Certificates of Registration issued under section 9(4) from all the registrants for Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC for cancellation, accordingly suitable notification may also be issued by DAC.
The committee noted that the cancellation of Certificate of Registration issued u/s 9(3) of Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC would only be consequential to 9(4) registrants.  
iv) The State Governments may also be informed to cancel manufacturing / sale licences for the products, accordingly.

In compliance, the Sectt. of CIB&RC has already started receiving applications as per practice in vogue just before the impugned  decision. The RC also decided that an affidavit may be filed before the Hon’ble High Court explaining each and every aspect with a view to get the stay vacated.
