	The Committee noted that toxicity triangles on labels are not related to chemical composition, but for the safety guidance of users of insecticides derived on the basis of active substance, it was felt that pesticides are handled by illiterate workers, which includes most of the farmers as well. Therefore, status quo may be maintained, keeping in view the Indian context. However, if industry associations have any specific problem with the issue, that may be brought to the notice of Registration Committee.

A team of officers, deputed by the Plant Protection Adviser, physically took laboratory scale demonstration of manufacturing of the insecticide at the premises of the applicant and took an in-process sample, which was tested by the Central Insecticides Laboratory and found to be complying with the physico-chemical requirements. Therefore, the application was approved for grant of registration.

	The Committee was informed that there was a minor correction in the Index with respect to its category of registration (‘import’ in place of ‘indigenous manufacture’) as well as in Cl. 7  of the Chemistry portion (wherein the sample is submitted by the applicant and in-process sample is not drawn) of the Agenda. The Committee noted that it is an old molecule, which is also manufactured in the country. Its shortage has also not been reported. Under the circumstances, justification for its import is necessary.

	1.
	Scrutiny of Toxicity data: 

Industry requested to strengthen the existing system, including the manpower, in the toxicity unit so that the applications are disposed of timely. A large number of applications are pending for scrutiny. Till recently, there were three experts in the discipline. One has left recently. Consequently, there are only two experts to evaluate the applications under all categories of registration. APPA &Secy (CIB&RC) informed that earlier experience of getting applications scrutinized from a panel has not been effective. The Associations suggested that the posts of Toxicology Discipline be decadred from Ministry of Health, as they have failed to depute staff against the sanctioned posts of the Directorate. The Chairman desired that DAC be informed accordingly so as to avail the services of full sanctioned strength of posts by bringing them under Ministry of Agriculture, as before, rather than depending on the other ministry for deputation of officers against regular posts.
	As the work in the Sectt of CIB & RC is of time-bound nature, the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare should either provide incumbents to the encadred posts or decadre the posts of Ministry of Agriculture (Directorate of PPQ&S) so that the same could be filled up by direct recruitment by the Ministry of Agriculture. The experience with Toxicological Panel has not been encouraging in the past.
	This issue is already under reference to DAC for a suitable decision. DAC may be requested to expedite the matter.



	2.
	Issuance of deficiency letters by e-mail:

The representatives of Pesticide Industry Associations pointed out that deficiencies in their each category registration applications may be conveyed through e-mail to save time in communication. APPA &Secy (CIB&RC) requested them to facilitate the implementation by providing e-mail addresses of members with their respective applications. Applicant should ensure that correct e-mail address is written in Form-I and/or alongwith application. 


	Deficiencies are not conveyed in case of applications for grant of registration for indigenous manufacture of pesticide formulations, import of Technical and formulations of pesticides under Section 9 (4). 

Deficiencies can be conveyed in other cases, if the e-mail idis given in the request letter/Form-I, as the case may be, specifically mentioning that deficiencies, if any, may be conveyed thereon.
	Status quo shall be maintained in case of applications for grant of registration for indigenous manufacture of pesticide formulations, import of Technical and formulations of pesticides under Section 9 (4).

Following action may be taken for conveying deficiencies by e-mail:-

A public notice may be displayed on the website of the Secretariate, requesting the applicants to mention their e-mail ID on Form-I below the address in Column no. 1 to facilitate conveying deficiencies on e-mail. Any change in e-mail ID shall be intimated.
(i) Section Officer concerned shall issue deficiencies on e-mail and a printout thereof shall be retained in the file as an office copy for ready reference. Relevant noting needs to be incorporated by Asstt./SO on note  sheet of file. In such cases, no hard copy shall be sent to the applicant.

(ii) In case, e-mail id is not given, the deficiencies shall be conveyed through post as usual.

(iii)  This decision will be applicable with immediate effect, in case email id’s  are made available  to  the  Secretariat Of CIB & RC.

	3.
	Analysis of in-process samples for Pre-registration Verification:
a) (a) Associations raised the concern on delay in submission ATR of in-process samples by CIL beyond 60 days. Deputy Director (Chemistry), CIL informed that the applicants were not responding to the deficiencies, raised by the Chemistry Division of CIL which caused delay in analysis. He suggested that email addresses of the applicants may be provided for expeditiously conveying deficiencies. The Chairman desired that 

(i) (i)   60 days period after receipt of a sample is a sufficient period and the same be observed;

(ii) CIL may prepare a list of such samples pending for more than 60 days in the CIL and provide it to the Sectt of CIB & RC for apprising him;

(ii) no deficiency should be pointed out in case of in-process samples, drawn against applications made under section 9 (4) as the method of analysis for the active ingredient and the impurities has already been verified at the time of 9(3) registration; and

(iii) the officer, drawing the in-process sample, may be asked to properly pack, seal & label the samples to avoid any leakage and resultant delay on that account.   

Some of the members suggested that provision for drawl of in-process sample for pre-registration Verification for 9(4) TIM applications may be withdrawn, if the delay continues. The suggestion was not agreed to as analysis of in-process sample is necessary to establish chemical equivalence of the product of 9(4) applicant with that of 9(3) registrant to qualify for grant of registration under section 9(4). Associations suggested that CIL should procure a NMR Spectrometer as getting NMR spectra from outside also contributes to a lot of delay. 

b) Associations suggested that modern technologies of gradient HPLC analysis may be followed in analysis of samples in all pesticides testing laboratories. The Chairman desired that 

(i) adequate infrastructure may be developed in all the laboratories to facilitate adoption of latest technique, for which a time line may be fixed;

(ii) during this period, manpower must achieve skill;

(iii) the instruments may be procured; and 

(iv) in the meanwhile, existing methods may be followed. 

A letter may be addressed to all the states having laboratories to have the requisite infrastructure within a period not exceeding two years. The applicants will provide both the methods in their applications.    

c) Associations raised concern about failure of large number of bio-pesticide samples in Bioassay Division of CIL on the basis of moisture % and pH during pre-registration verification. It was mainly due to adoption of wrong methodology in testing. It was decided that prescribed methods of analysis and test protocols may be applied in testing of samples.
	Yes, there is a lot of delay in reporting of results by the CIL.

(i) May be accepted.

(ii) APPA & Director (CIL) may monitor the progress and ensure reporting within a period of 60 days of the date of receipt of sample.

(iii) Responsibility for providing the sample and standards of a.i.  and impurities is of the sample drawing officer. Methods of analysis for sample and impurities are provided by the Sectt (as well as the sample drawing officer). Under the circumstances, the question of deficiencies should not arise.

(iv) Sample drawing officer should use inner-liners, Teflon tapes, etc in packing of samples in bottles to avoid leakage. He should be fully responsible for properly taking, packing and delivering the samples, impurities, etc. without any lapse.

As analysis of in-process sample is necessary to establish chemical equivalence of the product of 9(4) applicant with that of 9(3) registrant to qualify for grant of registration under section 9(4). Suggestion of associations that CIL should procure a NMR Spectrometer as getting NMR spectra from outside also contributes to a lot of delay may be considered seriously.

May be accepted.

Adoption of prescribed methods of analysis and test protocols may be applied in testing of samples by the CIL and no sample may be tested in violation of test protocols. 


	Deferred. A proposal on the issue may be placed before the RC after in-house discussion by the PPA with concerned officers of Secretariate of CIB&RC and central insecticide laboratory (CIL).

	4.
	Registration for Export:
a) Industry Associations raised the issue of delay in scrutiny of applications for export registrations.  Industries desired that star export house cases to be given priority by the Sectt. APPA (CIB&RC) informed that applications received up to July, 2012 have already been scrutinized and the Secretariat is working rigourously to bring down pendency in all export applications.

b) The Industry also requested that the words ‘export only’ on the Certificates of Registration may be modified as difficulties are being faced in obtaining their registrations abroad. Following consensus decisions were taken:

(i) (i) the words “For manufacture to Export’ on the certificates of registration for export shall be mentioned instead of ‘For export only”; and 

(ii) (ii) a condition that “the product is registered for domestic use as well as for export shall be mentioned on 9(3) and 9(4) certificates of registrations of insecticides of other than the product registered under export category. This would also remove the necessity of issuing Free Sale Certificates repeatedly.

c) Bio-pesticides Manufacturers’ Associations requested that the export of biopesticides may also be allowed as there is enough production capacity with the biopesticides manufacturers to meet the domestic as well as export demand. They requested that the decision of 295th RC meeting may be done away with to reopen the export of biopesticides. The Chairman desired that this issue may be presented before the RC for discussion.


	There was an ongoing pendency of the past. The situation is now much improved. Efforts are being made to deal export applications on RC-to-RC basis.

May be accepted.

Relevant decision of the RC in its 295th meeting is as under:-

“The   Committee deliberated the agenda and noted that a number of applications for bio-pesticides are under process in the Secretariat of CIB&RC, the Committee decided to seek the opinion of DAC regarding permitting the export of bio-pesticides as there is information that these  are not available in sufficient  quantities for use in the country.” 

Now that there are a lot of registrants, the decision may be reconsidered in consultation with DAC. 
	RC noted that the situation has improved and RC further desired that consistent efforts in the matter be made for bringing down the pendency.   

Deferred for want of specific problem being faced in exports by the members of Associations with the existing condition i.e. “For export only” on the Certificate of Registration
Accepted.

The matter may be pursued with the DAC referring the decision of the RC in its 295th meeting.

	5.
	Acceptance of Registration Certificates in other countries:
The Industry Associations raised the issue that some of the countries are not accepting the Registration Certificates issued earlier on plain paper as they distinctly differed from the present certificates which are being issued on coloured paper. APPA (CIB&RC) informed that both are equally valid. It was decided that a circular stating the fact that both, the old and the new, certificates issued for a pesticide are equally valid as per their category of issue may be displayed on the website to resolve this issue.

	Accepted, accordingly suitable clarification may be placed on the website of Secretariat of CIB & RC.

	Guidelines for registration of combination product:
The Industry pointed out that calculation of toxicity using WHO formula in toxicity data requirement, i.e. predicted vs. observed value, in the guidelines for combination product may be dispensed with, since actual toxicity data is being provided by the applicants. It was decided that all the matters related to guidelines, including this issue, may be presented before the Registration Committee, being policy issues, for deliberation and appropriate decision.


	May be accepted. 
	Deferred. An agenda item giving detailed background may be placed before the RC.

	Ambiguity in the guidelines:

Associations pointed out that sometimes there is a gap in the interpretation of a guideline between an applicant and the evaluator. Even if the same is discussed beforehand with the expert concerned and he gets shifted by the time the data is submitted, the problem arises. It was decided that guidelines should be so specified so as to avoid ambiguity. Draft guidelines are usually posted on the website. In case, any ambiguity is noticed, the same may be pointed out as soon as the guideline is displayed in order to remove the ambiguity. 

	Guidelines are required to be judiciously worded to avoid ambiguity.  Draft guidelines are usually posted on the website for comments. All stakeholders may go through them and point out, if there is any ambiguity so that the same could be rectified.
	Stakeholders may bring ambiguities in the guidelines to the notice of the Secretariat for consideration and issuing clarification.

	8.
	Guidelines on import of samples for Research, Test & Trial purposes: 

Associations pointed out that the Registration Committee in its 329th meeting has introduced a number of document requirements, which were not earlier required, for import of small samples for Research, Test & Trial (RTT purposes). Some of the new requirements, viz., “Authenticated copy of Registration Certificate for manufacture of particular molecule/pesticide in that country, issued by the Registration authority”, “Authorization for supplier in case the sample quantity is not supplied by the manufacturer”, etc. are creating problems for importing RTT samples. Such restrictions do not appear rationale and impede/jeopardize eventual introduction of new and novel pesticides. APPA (CIB & RC) informed that there have been cases of wrong declarations. One such case has come to the notice after approval of grant of registration by the RC. Therefore, establishing authenticity of the source from where the sample originated is very important. The Chairman agreed that it is necessary to establish traceability of the sample on which the data has been and/or to be generated for grant of registration. He desired that the issue may be placed before the RC in its next meeting, being a policy matter.  
	As it is necessary to establish traceability of the sample on which the data has been and/or is to be generated for grant of registration, necessary documents/ inquiries before-hand would avoid complications subsequently. Some recent cases make it more significant.
	In light of recent developments, in this regard, it was decided that 

(i) traceability of the sample on which the data has been and/or is to be generated for grant of registration, including source of impurities, may be established with the support of  necessary documents/ inquiries before-hand in all the cases to avoid complications after approval by the RC; and

(ii)  traceability of samples and impurities should also be established in respect of data submitted along- with applications for indigenous manufacture of insecticides.  

	9.
	Guidelines for minor changes in formulation:

Associations pointed out that sometimes minor changes in the chemical composition are necessitated. At present, plethora of data is required even for a small change. Minor changes in the chemical composition should be allowed. The Chairman desired that the issue may be discussed in the next meeting of the RC, being a policy matter, as minor change in the chemical composition could sometimes have serious implications.
	As a minor change in the chemical composition could sometimes have serious implications, the issue may be deliberated at length for taking a suitable decision.
	A separate self-explanatory agenda may be placed before the RC covering possible implication in case of minor changes in the chemical composition of a formulation.

	10.
	Import of Formulations without registering their technical:

a) One of the associations raised the issue of import of formulations without registering their technical and opposed it as it had serious quality issues and against domestic manufacturing industry. The Chairman pointed out that the matter was sub-judice and it could not be discussed till final decision of the Hon’ble Court.  He also requested that sub-judice issues may not be raised in this forum as they cannot be discussed

b) One of the associations raised the issue of applications for import of pesticides formulations from Thailand, which is a total importer country. This was also an implication of permitting import of formulations without registering their technical. The Chairman directed that the industry would provide specific information on such cases, if they are in their notice, and the Secretariat would also keep a check on such applications and bring them to the notice of the RC.     
	The issue is sub-judice.

Import from any country is not barred. However, if a country does not possess adequate manufacturing infra-structure, the product may not be of desired quality. Sectt will keep a tab on such applications. Besides, co-operation of all stake-holders is necessary to check imports from such countries. 
	Deferred, being sub-judice.

It was decided to keep a tab on such applications and bring them to the notice of the RC.

	Adoption of protocols for bio-efficacy studies without organizing workshop:

The Industry raised an issue with reference to a decision of the RC that the protocols for bioefficacy studies have been developed by great efforts by Crop Life India and organizing workshop with ICAR Institutes and SAUs shall delay streamlining of data generation. CropLife requested that protocols be adopted as such and amendments, if any, could be taken up later on.  It was decided that protocols needs to be finalized by involving stakeholders and researchers. Therefore there is need for a workshop. 


	As the protocols are to be finalized by involving stakeholders and researchers, holding of the workshop is necessary. 


	It was decided that the proposed workshop may be organized by CLI involving stakeholders and researchers to finalize the protocols.

	Activity-wise timeline for scrutiny of registration applications:
The Industry requested that scrutiny of cases which do not require approval of the RC, like, change in name, endorsement of factory address, endorsement of already approved sources, etc, needs to be speeded up. The Chairman desired that such cases may be expedited and endorsements be issued at the earliest. APPA (CIBRC) informed that the work of the Secertariate has increased manifold, while the manpower remains stagnant. Over that, some of the key experts had to be repeatedly deputed to attend court cases filed by the members of the Pesticide Industry in the recent past. There are several RTI queries requiring reference to very old cases. The software for on-line applications has flaws. All these take toll on overall efficiency of the Sectt, which is already short of manpower with respect to quantum of work. Efforts are being made with the help of the Ministry to overcome the gap. All out efforts are being made to dispose of such cases timely.      


	Time-lines are meant for ideal conditions, which do not currently exist. Therefore, fixing the time lines would cause undue pressure on the SecertariateAll out efforts are already being made to dispose of such cases expeditiously.      
	RC decided that it is necessary to fix time lines. However, a pragmatic approach may be adopted in fixing them by considering   all eventualities. 



	13.
	Request for fourth extension of validity period of the Provisional Registration Certificates of biopesticides u/s 9(3B):
Biopesticides Manufacturers Associations raised the issue of fourth extension of validity period of the Provisional Certificates of Registration issued under Section 9(3B) as the members of the Industry either could not submit the applications for registration u/s 9(3) (because some of the data providers SAU/ICAR Institutes are taking time to complete the data generation) or wherever members submitted applications, the scrutiny is incomplete. Some applications are pending since 2010. APPA (CIB&RC) pointed out that the members of the Industry first plan applications for provisional registration, they apply for grant of registration, provisional registration is granted for two years and thereafter three extensions are granted. As such at least about six years’ time is available with them to complete the data generation. Members of the Industry have to have the will to obtain regular registrations under Section 9 (3), which will minimize the need for extension after extension. The Chairman pointed out that there are complaints about biopesticides laced with chemical pesticides also keep pouring in. All of us have a responsibility towards the society and we should not play with the basic nature and quality of products. After detailed deliberation, it was decided that 4th extension shall not be considered by the RC as > 500 extensions have already been issued.


	Every applicant plans before making the first application under Section 9 (3B) in case of biopesticides due to benefit of commercialization and gets generated minimum required data. Registration under 9(3B) is initially granted for a period of two years. Thereafter, three extensions of one year each are granted. As such, five years are clearly available for generation of data, which, in case of biopesticides, is only for 18 months. Therefore, five years are more than sufficient to generate the shelf-life data for biopesticides. In view of these facts, grant of fourth extension is not recommended. 
	A period of five years (2 years of provisional registration and three extensions) was considered more than sufficient for generating and submitting the data. Therefore, fourth extension shall not be granted. 

	14.
	Acceptance of Accession number from NCC, Pune:
The request of Industry to accept the accession number from NCCS, Pune was unanimously acceded to.


	May be accepted.
	The status of NCC, Pune may be first ascertained by the Secretariat of CIB & RC and put up for consideration.

	15.
	Colour triangle on the Certificate of Registration:
Associations pointed out that the toxicity triangle on the Certificates of Registration of formulation are being assigned on the basis of toxicity of their technical counterpart, whereas the same are assigned on the basis of toxicity of formulations globally because the toxicity of a formulation is less due to addition of adjuvant. Industry Association (CLI&CCFI) were requested to provide base paper on the basis of global pattern and with technical justification for further discussion in the Registration Committee meeting.


	A detailed agenda is proposed on this issue under the Government Business.


	Decision may be seen under the relevant Agenda item No. 3.4 under the Government Business.

	16.
	Request for priority to the applications for registration of new molecules:
The CropLife India requested that priority may be accorded to the scrutiny of applications of new molecules. APPA (CIB&RC) pointed out that priority is already being accorded for export, biopesticides, seed treatment and mosquito net applications. If priority is permitted in every case, the significance of priority will go. However, efforts shall be made to scrutinize applications of all categories expeditiously.   


	There are already several categories in priority, viz. biopesticides, export, etc. If priority is permitted in every case, the significance of priority will get lost. However, efforts should be made expedite scrutiny.  
	It is practically not possible to accord priority to every category of applications. However, efforts should be made expedite scrutiny.

	17.
	Accelerated storage stability:

The Industry requested to implement the acceptance of data on accelerated storage stability as decision has already been taken by the Registration Committee. The Chairman desired that the decision of the RC may be referred to and if the decision is already there, the same may be implemented. If some clarification is required, it may be put up to RC in the next meeting so that acceptance of data on accelerated storage stability could start.   


	Dr. Mayee Committee recommended as under:-

“Bioefficacy and residue studies are likely to be completed in 12-18 months, however shelf life data is required for 30 months for compilation of shelf life studies.  It has been observed that at the initial stages of a registration process a complete set of real data is usually not available, if registration is to be granted.  It takes lot of time.  Therefore, the committee recommend that the FAO and other international guidelines may be followed for accelerated storage stability data instead of shelf life data.  Registration may be granted based on accelerated storage stability data done as per FAO/ other international guidelines with provisional shelf life for 2 years.  By incorporating such studies of accelerated storage stability, and observing no significant chemical or physical  changes occur in the accelerated tests the conclusion is that the product will most likely comply with the shelf life of claimed specification of 2 years.”

RC in its 313th (Special) meeting, held on 18.11.2010 decided as under:-

“On the basis of accelerated storage stability data, provisional shelf-life shall be considered for granting conditional registration.  The applicant should generate data on Shelf Life as per the present guidelines at three locations and submit within two years.”

It has been observed in the past that the many of the registrants do not submit the data later on as the Certificate of Registration is a permanent document. This is the major hitch in implementing this decision. It is, therefore, suggested that the Certificate of registration, in such cases, may be issued with a validity of three years (two years for submission of data and one year for its approval by the RC). In case, the registrant fails to submit complete data (including deficiencies, if any), his Certificate of registration should lapse. In case, his submission is approved by the RC, the condition of validity may be dropped.
	(a) Chemical Pesticides:

      (i)    It was decided to grant conditional registration, valid for a period not exceeding three years, with a provisional shelf-life of one year on the basis of accelerated storage stability data, generated as per FAO guidelines. 

     (ii)     Regular shelf-life data shall continue to be generated by the applicant, and submitted, as per the extant guidelines of the RC within a period of two years of the date issue of Certificate of Registration. An additional location for generation of such data shall be the Central Insecticide Laboratory, Faridabad (CIL).
     (iii)       RC will consider the data, so generated and submitted, and decide the regular shelf of the pesticide within one year thereafter and drop the condition related to validity of CR. iv)In case, an applicant fails to submit the regular shelf-life data within a period of two years, the Certificate of Registration shall automatically lapse. 

     (v)   No request for extension of either validity of certificate of registration of that pesticide or period for submitting data shall be entertained. 

(b) Bio-pesticides:

Grant/extension of shelf-life of bio-pesticides shall be regulated as per the recommendation of the Sub-committee on Bio-pesticides, as accepted by the RC.

	18.
	Notification of Laboratories for generation of data  of household pesticides:
The Industry pointed out that they have already provided the list of laboratories for data generation for household pesticides and requested that these may be notified at the earliest so that data generated by them could be accepted. APPA (CIB&RC) pointed out that the data for registration of household pesticides is to be generated by the National Laboratories, as per existing guidelines. However, applications were invited for notification of other testing facilities too. The applications are under examination and the same would be shortly placed before the RC for consideration of approval and mode of implementation.


	A Committee under the Chairmanship of ADG (PP), ICAR has already been constituted by the RC in its 332nd meeting. This issue may also be looked into by the same Committee.

	Fixation of MRL:
Associations requested that the existing dispensation for fixation of MRL on concurrent basis with the scrutiny of applications for registration may be continued. Due to lack of representation from Ministry of Agriculture, the issue of fixation of MRL has become a separate channel and is being taken up after approval of registration of pesticides, which leads to undue delay. Therefore, representation from Ministry of Agriculture is essential on the body, fixing MRLs. The Industry unanimously recommended that APPA (CIB&RC) may be nominated on the said body by the DAC. APPA & Secretary (CIB&RC) informed that a communication has already been sent to DAC on the issue which needs to be pursued.

	Human safety data and eco-toxicity data requirement u/s 9(3B) for registration of bio-pesticides:
Bio-pesticides Manufacturers Association requested that human safety data and eco-toxicity data requirements for registration of bio-pesticides u/s 9(3B) may be dispensed with. It was decided that this issue being policy matter may be deliberated in the Registration Committee meeting.

It was informed that the matter relating to requirement of consent letter from manufacturers/importers of technical grade pesticides for registration of pesticides for indigenous manufacture u/s 9(4) is sub-judice and, therefore, cannot be commented upon. 
	The matter of obtaining letter of consent for 9(4) formulation manufacture in the country is sub-judice. However, the same may be continued for technical and formulation import under Section 9 (4) as already in vogue.
	RC accepted the comments of Secretariat of CIB & RC.

	22.
	Condition on the Certificate of Registration u/s 9(4):
The Industry requested that a registrant should be allowed to obtain the manufacturing license within three years instead of existing two. The Chairman remarked that two years period was even sufficient after the grant of registration. 
	Two years’ period is considered adequate for obtaining the manufacturing license and commencing production.
	RC noted that it raised the period for obtaining the manufacturing license and commencing production to three years in 313rd meeting. The same shall continue to be applicable. 



	23.
	Documents to be filed with the applications:

The Industry requested that an identification number may be allotted to each applicant against submission of notarized copies of essential documents, viz. Board of Directors’ Resolution regarding authorized signatory, SSI Certificate, Factory License, PAN No., etc once instead of submitting them repeatedly with every application. A data base of that record may be created. As & when an application is received, the information can be referred to from the database. The Chairman acceded to the request and desired that modalities for its implementation may be decided keeping in mind the changes in particulars of applicants/registrants that might take place from time to time. 
	May be accepted. 
	RC accepted the recommendation in principle and decided that required  software may be got developed and be integrated with the existing software, to facilitate on-line verification. The software should have the facility for editing the information for subsequent changes. RC also decided that the applicants shall have to submit an affidavit along with every application that the information, furnished by them in this regard, has not changed.

Accordingly, National Informatics Centre (NIC) may be requested for development of software for the purpose.

	Harmonization of shelf-life of insecticides:

Associations pointed out that same insecticide is having different shelf-life, probably due to allocation at different occasions. However, it is not proper. There is a need to harmonize the same and one insecticide should have only one shelf-life. If the same is increased for one registrant, the same should be applicable to others too. The Chairman desired that the issue may be discussed first in the meeting of the RC and, if needed, it may also be referred to the Board as the shelf-life is in the domain of the CIB. 
	A Committee may be constituted for the purpose and assigned the job to be completed in a time-bound manner.
	An internal Committee may be constituted by the APPA & Secretary (CIB&RC) for the purpose.

	Particulars of Associations:

On the sidelines of discussions on various issues, APPA (CIB&RC) also requested that all the associations may provide the names of main office bearers; their mobile numbers; one nodal person along with his mobile number; updated addresses; contact/FAX Nos.; e-mail ids; a list of their members; and registration number of the association to maintain a database. He also requested that associations may keep the Secertariate up-dated about the changes in the information for updating database in-turn. These would also be handy in extending invitations for open houses, meetings, etc.
