The Chairman welcomed the members, experts from the Secretariat of CIB&RC and representatives of the representationists, M/s Meghmani Organics Ltd, Ahmedabad. He categorically mentioned that this meeting was being held specially, only to consider the representation made by the representationist in compliance of the Order of Hon’ble High Court of Delhi dated 19.02.2013, passed in Letter Patents Appeal (LPA) No. 95/2013, against Order dated 10.01.2013 passed by Learned Single Judge in Writ Petition (C) 3790 of 2012 regarding registration for import of Emamectin Benzoate Technical from a new source. He informed the representationist that a full opportunity is being given to them to clearly present their contentions.
