MINUTES OF 47TH MEETING OF THE CENTRAL INSECTICIDES BOARD HELD ON 20th December, 2012.

The 47th meeting of Central Insecticides Board was held on 20th December, 2012 at 11.30 AM at Resource Centre, Room No. 445, ‘A’ Wing, Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi under the chairmanship of Dr. Jagdish Prasad, Director General of Health Services, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare. Since the quorum was not complete, the meeting was adjourned for thirty minutes and reconvened at 12.00 p.m. The list of the participants is at Annexure-I.


The Chairman welcomed the participants and requested the APPA and Secretary CIB & RC to present the agenda. After detailed deliberation on each issue in the Agenda, following decisions were taken: -

Agenda Item No. 1:  Confirmation of minutes of 46th meeting of CIB held on 30.05.2012  

As no comments were received, the minutes of 46th meeting of Central Insecticides Board were confirmed. 

Agenda Item No. 2 : Follow up action on the decisions of 46th meeting of the CIB. 

The Board noted the follow up actions on the decisions of 46th meeting with satisfaction and also suggested that a system to ensure compliance of conditions of registration may be put in place as soon as possible. 
It was also decided that the Committee, constituted in 45th meeting under the Chairpersonship of Dr. Sandhya Kulshrestha on suggesting requirements for inclusion of combination products in the Schedule to the Act may be requested to provide its report for consideration during the next meeting. 
Agenda Item No. 3 : Progress report of the Registration Committee, Central Insecticides Laboratory and Regional Pesticides Testing Laboratories during the period from 01.05.2012 to 30.11.2012.   

                                    A.  Registration Committee: 

The Board noted the progress of the Registration Committee with satisfaction. It was informed that manpower to handle the current workload is being proposed in the EFC Memo for the XII Plan. It was also pointed out that possession of disposal facilities for pesticides complying with emission standards fixed by the Ministry of Environment &Forests by the registrants may be made mandatory. Secretary, CIB &RC assured that the proposal shall be placed before the Registration Committee for Consideration.
B. Central Insecticides Laboratory: 

The Board noted the progress of the CIL with satisfaction.  It was desired that all mandated work should be undertaken by the Divisions of CIL. 
C. Regional Pesticides Testing Laboratories (RPTLs): 
The Board noted the progress of the RPTLs with satisfaction. The Board reiterated that testing facilities for bio-pesticides may be created at RPTLs on priority basis.
D. Co-ordination Cell at Headquarter, Faridabad:

The Board noted the progress of Co-ordination Cell with satisfaction. It was informed that the name of the Co-ordination Cell has been changed to Techno-Legal Cell as legal support has been provided to the Co-ordination Cell to help Insecticide Inspectors, notified by the Central Government.
Agenda Item No. 4: Consideration of applications for inclusion of new pesticides in the Schedule to the Insecticides Act, 1968.

The board deliberated the agenda and decided to include seven (including one in the additional agenda) substances in the Schedule to the Insecticides Act, 1968 as per Annexure-II. Substance(s) at S. No. 6 (Annexure-VII of the main agenda) shall be considered after receipt of Report of the Committee, constituted under the Chairpersonship of Dr. Sandhya Kulshrestha. 
Agenda Item No. 5 : Waiting period/pre-harvested interval between application and harvest. 
            
Noted.
 Agenda Item No. 6 : Consideration of request of M/s United Phosphorous Limited, Mumbai for enhancement of shelf-life of Acephate 50% + Imidacloprid 1.8% SP from one year to two years. 

Approved in view of submission of data as per the existing guidelines, verification at CIL by testing a separate set of samples and recommendation by the SAC on Shelflife of Pesticides.

Agenda Item No. 7 :  Any other item with the permission of Chair.    
Agenda (Addl.) Item No. 7.1 : Amendment in the Insecticides Rules, 1971. 

The Board deliberated the Agenda Item in detail and recommended as proposed in the agenda 
Agenda Item No. 7.2 : Legal support to the Insecticide Inspectors.

One of the members pointed out that there should be provision for legal support to the insecticide Inspectors, notified by the central Government for launching prosecution in the courts of law. It was informed that legal posts have been created under the Co-ordination Cell under the implementation of insecticides Act, 1968 Component in the Dte. of P.P.Q. & S, Faridabad and its name has been changed to Techno-Legal Cell. This would not only facilitate insecticide Inspectors but also help in extending legal advice to the States on various issues. Services of Public Prosecutors, essentially available in all District Courts, may be availed to handle the cases.
