The Board noted that some pesticides are being imported in the country in the name of chemicals and intermediates, etc., which are not registered under the Insecticides Act.  To restrict this import, Ministry of Agriculture, may be requested for listing of such chemicals in collaboration with Custom Department by constituting a technical group and afterward Custom may be advised to clear the listed chemicals for import after clearance/NOC from CIB&RC.   Further, where such cases of illegal import have been reported by the visiting team, the concerned State may be informed for taking appropriate action as per the provisions of Insecticides Act.  In addition to this, directions may also be issued to the State Governments quoting reporting these incidences for taking action against the firms involved in illegal import.
