MINUTES OF 45TH MEETING OF THE CENTRAL INSECTICIDES BOARD HELD ON 28th November, 2011


The 45th meeting of Central Insecticides Board was held on 28th Nov 2011 at 11 AM in Resource Centre, Room No. 445-A, Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi under the chairmanship of             Dr. R.K Srivastava, Director General of Health Services, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare. Since the quorum was not complete, the meeting was adjourned for thirty minutes and reconvened at 11:30 AM. The list of the participants is at Annexure I.


The chairman welcomed the participants and requested the APPA and Secretary CIB & RC to present the agenda. After the discussion on the agenda the following decisions have been taken: -
Agenda Item No. 1:  Confirmation of minutes of 44th meeting of CIB held on 13.06.2011  

The minutes of 44th meeting of Central Insecticides Board were confirmed. 

Agenda Item No. 2 : Follow up action on the decisions of 44th meeting of the CIB. 

The Board noted the follow up actions on the decisions of 44th meeting with satisfaction and also suggested the following: -

(a) The members appreciated the efforts of the Group for preparation of two training documents on pesticide poisoning for imparting training to the Medical officers posted at Primary Health Centers (PHCs) and decided that CD’s along with the hard copy of training module and handbook be sent to Ministry of Health & Family Welfare through Department of Agriculture & Corporation (DAC). DAC in collaboration with Director General of Health Services shall impart training to the Doctors at District level to train them as Master trainers. The Master trainers shall impart training to other medical doctors at Primary Health Centers utilizing the same module. The handbook on pesticide poisoning be published and distributed to PHCs for ready reference. The Group shall play the leadership role and the possibility of issuing training certificates to the trainers may also be explored.    

(b) The comments on the guidelines of International Maritime Dangerous Goods (IMDG) have been sought from the co-opted member for packaging in the Registration Committee. The same may be placed in the next meeting of Board.  
Agenda Item No. 3 : Progress report of the Registration Committee, Central Insecticides Laboratory and Regional Pesticides Testing Laboratories.

Agenda Item No. 4 : Consideration of applications for inclusion of new pesticides in the Schedule to the Insecticides Act, 1968.


The board deliberated the agenda and decided to include fourteen chemicals in the schedule to the Insecticides Act. 1968 as per Annexure II. 


However Board did not agree to include the chemicals in schedule mentioned at S.No. 2 (Asprin + Na2 HEDP) of agenda; S.No. 2 (Polydimethyl Siloxane  PDMS) and S.No. 3 (Methyl nonyl ketone) of supplementary agenda for want of further clarification from the applicant. For product at S.No. 14 of agenda (Heloxyfop-R-methyl) the Board observed that Heloxyfop-P-methyl is already included in the schedule and both Haloxyfop-P-methyl and Haloxyfop-R-methyl are having same CAS No. 72619-32-0, therefore, there is no need to include it again. 

Board further decided to constitute a committee for suggesting requirements for inclusion of the combination products in the schedule to the Act as under:-
