MINUTES OF 46TH MEETING OF THE CENTRAL INSECTICIDES BOARD HELD ON 30th May, 2012.

The 46th meeting of Central Insecticides Board was held on 30th May, 2012 at 11 AM in the Committee Room No. 249-A, Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi under the chairmanship of Dr. Jagdish Prasad, Director General of Health Services, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare. Since the quorum was not complete, the meeting was adjourned for thirty minutes and reconvened at 11:30 AM. The list of the participants is at Annexure I.


The Chairman welcomed the participants and requested the APPA and Secretary CIB & RC to present the agenda. After detailed deliberation on each issue in the Agenda, following decisions were taken: -

Agenda Item No. 1:  Confirmation of minutes of 45th meeting of CIB held on 28.11.2011  

As no comments were received, the minutes of 45th meeting of Central Insecticides Board were confirmed. 

Agenda Item No. 2 : Follow up action on the decisions of 45th meeting of the CIB. 

The Board noted the follow up actions on the decisions of 45th meeting with satisfaction and also suggested that a time frame for taking the follow up actions may also be prescribed while assigning the tasks to Committees / Groups. Accordingly, a period of three months should be  given to the concerned for 
i) obtaining the comments on the guidelines of International Maritime Dangerous Goods (IMDG); and 

ii) suggesting requirements for inclusion of the combination products in the Schedule to the Act. 
Agenda Item No. 3 : Progress report of the Registration Committee, Central Insecticides Laboratory and Regional Pesticides Testing Laboratories during the period from 01.11.2011 to 30.04.2012.   

                                    A.  Registration Committee: 

The Board noted the progress of the Registration Committee with satisfaction. The Board, however, noted that monitoring to ensure compliance conditions of Registration is not being done at present. Therefore, a system to do so may be put in place as pesticides are toxic substances. The Board also further suggested that infrastructural facilities with respect to manpower and machinery may be created to meet the current work load on the Secretariat which has increased multi-load without commensurate increase in the manpower.
B. Central Insecticides Laboratory: 

The Board noted the progress of the CIL with satisfaction.  The Board also suggested creation of more posts as well as facilities for testing of more number of samples in Medical Toxicology.
C. Regional Pesticides Testing Laboratories (RPTLs): 
The Board noted the progress of the RPTLs with satisfaction. The Board also desired that testing facilities for bio-pesticides may be created at RPTLs on priority basis.
D. Co-ordination Cell at Headquarter, Faridabad:

The Board noted the progress of Co-ordination Cell with satisfaction and also desired that financial assistance may be extended to States for strengthening the testing facilities and enhancing their analysis capacity. Technical auditing of SPTLs may be got conducted as the first step to considering such grants to assess their needs. 
Agenda Item No. 4 : Consideration of applications for inclusion of new pesticides in the Schedule to the Insecticides Act, 1968.


The board deliberated the agenda and decided to include seven substances (except sl. No. 4 and 8 of the list in the Agenda) in the Schedule to the Insecticides Act, 1968 as per Annexure II. Clarification on toxicity of Polyoxin B and Chitin may be sought from the respective applicants. 

Agenda Item No. 5 : Waiting period/pre-harvested interval between application and harvest.

 Agenda Item No. 6 : Any other item with the permission of Chair.

The Board noted that the waiting periods are duly inscribed on the leaflets of pesticides which are the integral part of the Certificate of Registration, as per the Insecticides Rules, 1971.
