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WEATHER AND ECOLOGY : During the locust survey, soil
moisture was found to be dry at all the survey locations except
some areas of Bikaner and Palanpur and vegetation was found to
be green/dry in the scheduled desert area. Soil moisture and
vegetation are shown in the map below.
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FAO Update (05 December) : Some groups were found in Sudan and
Somalia while some groups were found in Eritrea and Saudi Arabia.
There were few hoppers and adults in Yemen while there were few
adults in Egypt. In the western region, low numbers of adults were
observed in Mauritania, Niger, Western Sahara and Algeria.

According to the forecast, the number of locusts will increase during
the first generation on the coasts of the Red Sea and the Gulf of Aden
in December and January and the breeding of the second generation is
expected from late January to April.

South West Asia Commission (SWAC) : Situation is calm in Iran,
Pakistan, India and Afghanistan.

Forecast (India) :The non-availability of even a solitary desert
locust during the survey and the decline in monsoon indicate that
there will be no locust activity in the coming fortnight. However,
regular surveys are being continued to prevent any adverse situation.
