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LOCUST SITUATION: During the routine surveys, India
(Scheduled Desert Area) found free from gregarious as well as
Solitary locust activity during the 2nd fortnight of June 2024. Total
225 nos. of spots were observed while conducting surveys which are
plotted on the map.

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WEATHER AND ECOLOGY: During the survey scheduled
desert area the soil moisture found wet at few spots of Barmer,
Churu, Bhuj and Suratgarh and dry in all other surveyed locations.
Vegetation was found green at few spots of Suratgarh and
Palanpur and dry at all other locations. Soil moisture and vegetation
are shown in the map below.

FAO Update (03 June):In Western region found few adults in central
Sahara in Algeria. In Central region second-generation winter
breeding declined on the Red Sea coast of Saudi Arabia and Egypt.
A few adult groups were seen along the northern Nile Valley of
Sudan. Scattered adults were present in northwest Somalia and
eastern Yemen. Locusts will decline as spring breeding will finish in
June in Saudi Arabia, Egypt and northern Somalia but there is still a
risk of cyclone activity along the Gulf of Aden and Arabian Sea. In
eastern region found few isolated adults in southeast Iran. There is a
risk of cyclone activity along the Arabian Sea in June. During
summer, above-normal rains are expected along the Indo-Pakistan.
monsoon where low numbers of adults should appear and one
generation of small-scale breeding could start in July.

South West Asia Commission (SWAC) : Situation is calm in Iran,
Pakistan, India and Afghanistan. Isolated mature solitarious adults
were seen at three places in the interior of southeast Iran.

Forecast (India) : Ecological conditions become favourable for
locust activity in the Scheduled Desert Area, Moreover, no locust was
seen during the survey. Therefore, the locust activity is not expected
upto the next fortnight.
