 In reference to the DOP&T, New Delhi letter No. 12/5/2022-JCA dated 16.6.2022, it is informed that 

all the Central Govt. Offices located at Faridabad shall observe the holidays as per enclosed Annexure I & II 

during the year 2023. 

1. It has been decided that the Holidays as specified in the Annexure I to this O.M. will be observed in 

Central Govt. Offices located at Faridabad during the year 2023.   

2. No substitute Holidays should be allowed if any of the festival holidays initially notified subsequently 

happens to fall on a weekly off or any other non-working day or in the event of more than one festival 

falling on the same day.   

3. The list of Restricted Holidays appended to this O.M. is meant for Central Govt. Offices located at 

Faridabad.   

4. Any change in the date of Holidays in respect of Id-ul-Zuha, Muharam and Id-e-milad if necessary, 

depending upon sighting of the moon has been notified at a very short notice in such a situation, 

announcement could be made through TV/Newspaper and the Head of Department/Offices of the Central 

Govt. may take action according to such an announcement without waiting for a formal order about the 

change of date. 

5. Central Govt. Organization which includes Industrial, Commercial and Trading Establishment would 

observe up to 17 holidays in a year including three National holidays viz. Republic Day, Independence 

Day and Mahatma Gandhi’s Birthday as compulsory holidays.  The remaining holidays occasions may be 

determined by such establishments/organizations themselves for the year 2023.
