The Committee also decided that in case of pesticides for which certain studies have been recommended by the Registration Committee/ Expert Group, the Registration Committee should write to the industry associations and registrants of the product for getting such field studies conducted by ICAR Institutions within a period of 5 years failing which action will be initiated by the Registration Committee of deleting the label claim of the product.




The industry associations/ registrants of certain pesticides are required to take actions as specified against each product (Copy enclosed). You are requested to initiate the suitable action and the progress thereon may please be intimated to the Secretariat of CIB & RC from time to time.

	1. All the registrants should incorporate the following caution on labels and leaflets: 

“It may be used with caution in the areas where the ground water level is high”

2. The industry associations/ registrants should conduct the following study: 

“ Multilocational field studies on the effect on aquatic organisms and the extent of leaching of pesticide be carried out through Govt. organizations by the industry within a period of 5 years and submit the data to Registration Committee for consideration”.

	Butachlor
	1. All the registrants should incorporate the following safety precaution on labels and leaflets: 

“It should not be used in the areas where pisciculture/aquaculture is practiced alongwith rice cultivation”.

2.  The industry associations/ registrants should conduct the following study: 

“Multilocation field studies should be carried out to assess the impact of Butachlor spray on aquatic organisms through Govt. Institution/organizations by the industry within a period of 5 years and submit the data to Registration Committee for consideration”.

The Interministerial Committee constituted to review the use of insecticides and hazardous chemicals in its 31st meeting considered and concurred with the recommendation of the Expert Group/ Registration Committee regarding review of ten pesticides (reviewed in the 1st Phase) for their continued use or otherwise in the country. It was decided that the following condition should be incorporated on the certificates of registration for Mancozeb:      




“The basic manufactures should ensure that the ETU content of the technical and formulation should not be more than 0.5%. All products containing Mancozeb should be stored in cool and dry conditions”.




You are therefore, requested to inform your members to send the original certificate of registration of Mancozeb Technical & its formulations for incorporating the said condition at the earliest. The Directors of Agriculture, States/UTs have been requested that the manufacturing license for Mancozeb Technical and its formulations should not be renewed unless the above condition is incorporated on the Certificate of Registration by the Secretariat of Central Insecticide Board & Registration Committee.
